The Code of Academic Conduct
An allegation of academic dishonesty is a most serious charge.  Before you file a formal complaint of this sort, you should have met with the student involved to make certain that the circumstances in the irregularity warrant proceeding with this complaint. If such a meeting was impossible, you will need to be able to tell the Hearing Panel of the Committee on Academic Integrity why it was not possible.

Please use this form to file your complaint alleging a violation of the Code of Academic Conduct. The Vice President for Student Affairs or his or her designee will process the complaint after discussing it with you.

A copy of this complaint will be forwarded to the student about whom you have filed it. The student will then have an opportunity to respond to the complaint. Both you and the student will be notified of the date, time and place of a hearing to be conducted by a Hearing Panel of the Committee on Academic Integrity. If the allegation is confirmed as a result of the hearing, the student will be subject to disciplinary action as prescribed in P6155 Student Academic Integrity Definitions and Procedures.
