II.	Prerequisite:

III.	Course (Catalog) Description:



	Course traces the development of British Literature from the Anglo-Saxon period to 1800. Content includes major writers, literary genres, and cultural attitudes of the Anglo-Saxon, Medieval, Elizabethan, Restoration, and Augustan periods, as well as terminology and methods of literary analysis and evaluation.



IV.	Learning Objectives:



	The student will be able to:



	A.	Demonstrate familiarity with the major works of English literature from the Anglo�Saxons to 1800, recognizing major characteristics of the literature of each period.



	B.	Analyze poems, plays and fiction.



	C.	Explain the significance of literary works in terms of the cultural attitudes of the period.



	D.	Identify such traditions, types or conventions as Romance, Pastoral, Heroic, Tragedy, Comedy, Satire.



V.	Academic Integrity:

				Selections will be chosen from the works of Donne, Herbert, Vaughan, Burton, Walton, Herrick, Suckling, Carew, Waller, Marvell, Lovelace, Milton and Bunyan.



	Weeks 12�16		The Restoration and Eighteenth Century



				Selections will be chosen from Dryden, Wycherley, Congreve, Gay, Sheridan, Swift, Defoe, Pope, Pepys, Johnson, Fielding, Smollet, Sterne, Addison, Gray, Collins, Goldsmith, Cowper, Richardson, Burney, Godwin. 



VII.	Methods of Instruction:



	The course will be conducted through lectures, discussion, readings, and the supplementary use of other appropriate media such as films, records, etc.



VIII.	Course Practices Required:



	Reading, writing, oral presentations, and testing.  A minimum of three critical essays of at least 750 words each.



IX.	Instructional Materials:



	The instructor will choose readings or an anthology of English literature; for a more detailed selection, please see the full course outline.



X.	Methods of Evaluating Student Progress:



	Evaluation methods include grading of student essays, quizzes, hour exams and final exams, oral reports, and class participation.



	Required written work:



	A minimum of three critical essays of at least 750 words each, written outside of class.
