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Employment in Oakton’s District 
 

Oakton recently obtained data for the combined zip codes in Oakton’s district that reflect 2003 
employment by occupation and projections to 2010.  The data were compiled by CCbenefits Inc., a 
consulting firm in Idaho, using a variety of data sources and algorithms for estimating and projecting 
labor market information. 
 
Data show more than 407,000 employees within Oakton’s district.  This figure may seem surprising, but 
CCbenefits indicates they count every job held as an “employee” so, for example, a person who has two 
jobs in the district is counted twice.  Think of all the part-time positions in retail stores, the fast food 
industry, etc., and the number may not seem quite so high after all. 
 
A primary concern about data of this nature is timeliness.  Much of the data is from federal government 
sources two or more years ago.  However, this marks the first time Oakton has been able to obtain 
employment data for just the College’s district; in the past we were dependent primarily on county-level data.
