Course Description:

            This course surveys the historical development of selected non-western cultures since 1945.   At least four such cultures will be studied, drawn from Asia, the Middle East, Africa and Latin America.

 IV.
Learning Objectives:

A. To understand the essential historical figures, events, and ideas associated with the history of non-western civilizations from 1945.

B. To understand the interrelationship between the political, economic, social and cultural institutions of non-western civilization from 1945.

C. To develop analytical skills, and to understand the importance of examining the multiple causes behind major historical events.

D. Relate contemporary issues to the past.

C. Participate in class activities.

D. Turn in reading-response papers on time: As a general rule, late papers will not be read by the instructor, resulting in a grade of zero. If, for a valid reason, the instructor accepts a paper late, the grade received cannot be higher than a C. Students should email response papers to the instructor using the communications tool on WebCT.
