Peace Education Major Assignments Sheet

Journal

Students will keep a journal that responds to guided questions given each week. Students should respond with reflections based on the readings. Students can also generally respond to the readings apart from the guided prompts.

The journal must be typed, double-spaced and spell-checked. Each weekly response should be at least one page in length – they can be of varying lengths depending on the interest of the student. 

Journals will be handed in three times over the semester. They will be graded on clarity, thoughtfulness, and level of connection to the readings and the guided questions.

Research Paper

Students will write a five page research paper on a topic chosen in class. The paper must be typed, double-spaced and spell-checked. All sources should be cited using APA citation style. 

The paper should cite at least four sources, not including texts and readings assigned in the class. All class readings, including texts, must be cited if used.

Papers should fully present the topic and relate it to issues of peace education. Students can take a position, if they wish, and use first person in the paper.

Paper Presentation
Students will present their research papers to the class. Each presentation should be approximately 15 minutes in length, some of which can include guided discussion. Each presentation should use some form of technology (Power Point, websites, video clips, YouTube videos, etc.)

The presentation must be accompanied by an informational handout for their classmates that includes the Works Cited from the paper.
Service Learning Project
Students will complete a service learning project for this course. The class will discuss and decide upon a project(s). Students will write a two page reflection paper on the experience. Hours may vary, but students are graded on completion of the planned project and the quality of reflection.

Personal Peace Statement
Student will write a one-page statement that reflects their personal understanding of peace / non-violence and its importance in educational settings. The statement must be typed, double-spaced and spell-checked. 
Statements should clearly situate the student within the various theories and views of peace and peace education that have been presented in class. Statements should answer in narrative form, the following questions: 
1. What is your understanding of peace?

2. What are the most effective ways of working toward peace?
3. What is your understanding of peace education?

4. How can educational institutions work toward peace?

Issue Presentations
Students will present individually on a current issue related to peace and violence in the schools. Students will give a 10 minute presentation and facilitate a brief class discussion. Each presentation should use some form of technology (Power Point, websites, video clips, YouTube videos, etc.)
The presentation should use at least four sources, not including texts and readings assigned in the class. All class readings, including texts, can also be used as resources. The presentation must be accompanied by an informational handout for their classmates that includes a Works Cited.
