· Each student will write a three-page paper.
· The paper will respond to the following questions:

1) What are the objectives of the Renaissance 2010 initiative within the Chicago Public Schools?
2) What are some of the primary arguments for and against this initiative?
3) Arne Duncan, one of the architects of this initiative in Chicago, is now Secretary of Education in Washington and is pushing to roll this policy out nationwide. Is this a good idea? Take a side and use evidence to support and argue your point of view.
· You should have a minimum of four sources for this paper.
· All work MUST be properly cited, using APA citation styles.  
· Papers must include a Works Cited page – this page is not counted as a page of the three-page paper. 
Papers should be:

· free from typographical, spelling, and grammatical errors,

· typed, doubled-spaced, 

· use 10 or 12 point normal font (Times New Roman), and 

· have 1-inch top and bottom margins, and 1.25-inch left and right margins.

Successful papers should:

· clearly present the issue and argument using supportive sources.
· Whenever using an idea directly from a source, whether quoting or paraphrasing, be sure to cite the information using APA citation style. Directions for APA citation style can be found easily on-line and on Oakton’s library webpage.

· have a clear introduction and conclusion

· have clear ideas in each paragraph

· writing an outline before starting to write will help you

· have smooth transitions between paragraphs
