Group IDEA Presentation Assignment Sheet

Each Collaborative Group (CG) will be assigned one of the standards of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act.  Using an internet search engine, each CG will find information from at least three sources that extends beyond the IDEA handouts and textbook.  Each group will present a 20-minute Power Point slide show of at least six slides explaining the standard.  
  

General Power Point Guidelines: 

· Shows need to be a minimum of 6 slides 

· Shows must be legible, presented in logical order, sensible, accurate, cover the topic 

· Shows must be free of grammatical, spelling, and other errors 

· Show must provide visual impact, showing creativity, and some type of graphics and hypertext

· Show must include a Works Cited slide

Each CG will compose an informational handout for the class that includes the main points of the presentation and a list of the sources used.

Each CG will also write two short-answer quiz items related to their principle.  The instructor will compile those items and develop a quiz that the entire class will take related to the IDEA presentations and handouts.
All students in the group must participate in an equitable manner determined by the group – this means that students may contribute more in some areas in which they have special interests and skills.  This means, for example, that every student does not have to speak during the presentation.  In fact, it is recommended that only 1-2 people do the speaking.  

All of the students in the group will receive the same grade, unless group members approach the instructor with concerns before the in-class presentation.  If you come to me with group concerns, I will ask that you meet with me as a group to try to facilitate agreement and understanding within the group.  Your ability to work effectively with others in a group project is part of the grade on this assignment because lack of cooperation will affect the quality of many areas of the work.
