How to Read the Chapters and Get the Most out of One Reading:
You won’t do well on the quizzes or the essays if you don’t read the chapters (and take notes).
One way that I can suggest that you read the chapters is to use the SQ3R method.  Let me explain:

S =
Survey the entire chapter to build a better foundation of reading comprehension (include

 
visual images, summary, key terms)

Q = 
Question.  Turn the major headings of each section into questions. 

R = 
Read the section.  When you find the answer, highlight it.

R = 
If you think you haven’t understood the answer, recite the information aloud.  If you can explain it in your own words, you probably understand it.  If you can’t explain it in words, reread it until you can.

R = 
When you’re finished with the chapter, Review it and Review your highlighted information.  Transfer your highlighted information onto your notebook.  If you use the Cornell Method your notebook might look like this:
